Thousands of undocumented college students in Texas pay in-state tuition 
at Texas public universities and qualify to receive financial aid from the 
state because of the Law HB 1403. Montserrat Garibay graduated from U.T., 
but her legal status does not qualify her for career. She continued to 
explain why the “Dream Act” in Washington, is now her only hope.
